3. Level of fees and charges:

3.4 Where a servicbeen applied for or requested and
(@) the service is cancelled or withdrawn by the applicant after work by the Authority has commenced in
processing the application for the service; or
(b) the service cannot beqgressed within a period of two months or more from the date on which the
application was received by the Authority by reason of insufficient documentation or information
having been submitted by the applicant,
the Authority may cancel the application @edminate any further work with respect to the service and any fee or
other payment shall not be refundable, save that the Authority may, in its discretion, waive some or all of the fee
or payment.

3.5 Where fees in relation ta service referred to sulparagraph3.4(a) or (b) have not been paid in advance, the
person or persons to whom the servicedrasas to havéeen provided shall be liable for payment of faed
expensesommensurate with the level of work undertaken and costs involved, as detébyithe Authority

4. Payment of annual tonnage fee:

4.1 Subject to subparagraph 41e owner of every Cayman Islandspsbkhall, on or before the 314y of January in
each year, pay to the Authority the annual tonnage fee set out in the Schegaignast in advance of the
tonnage fee due for that year.

5. Fees and charges based on amount of work involved:

5.1 Where afe is determined by the amount of work involved,ah@unt to be charged shall be calculated by taking
into account the amount of time spent, both in office and out of office, on the service, or other relevant activity,
including, where applicable

(a) traveling time between the office and the locatioroof localised base farship or shore
establishment involved, subject to a maximum charge of sixteen hours for any one visit;

(b) the cost of return transport between the office and the location of the stfiprerestablishment
involved and any costs incidental thereto;

(c) the cost ofocal travel between localisetbase and the ship or shore establishment involved;

(d) the cost of accommodation and subsistence for the persons undertaking the work; and

(e) any additioml costs incurred in relation to the work involved, including reasonable out of pocket
expenses.

5.2 Time shallbe charged to the nearest quadiean hourand at the appropite hourly rate set out iBection 3of the
Schedule.

5.3 Where a service not specifién the Schedule is provided by the Authority, either on request or in accordance with
Cayman Islands Law, the fees and other charges for such a service may be charged at the appropriate hourly rate
and in accordance with the provisions of this paragrdph.i s may i ncl ude, attmeg he Auth
spent on verbal, written or electronic communication or exchaegbsr in relation to some other service being
provided or as a stand alone service.

6. Feesand charges to be paid in advance:

6.1 Subject tosubparagraph 6.payment of fees and charges are to be nraddvance of the survey being conducted
or otherservice being provided where the amount isgeerminable

6.2 Where it is not possible to paetermine the precise amount payable, theeposit, the amount of which is to be
assessed by the Chief Executive Officer, shall be made in advance of the swtherservice being
commenced, pending the final determination of the total amount payable.

6.3 Monies held on deposit shall be refubldgless all accrued charges.

6.4 Owners, Managers, Operators and masters of ships, and other pemotitsesrrequestingr requiring any of the
services in the Schedule, or otherwise, are urged to ensure that application for such services are nsade with a
much notice as possible agdould ensure thélhe application is supported by the appropriate fee, or estimation
thereof made in accordance with subparagraph 6.2. Insufficient notice and absence of payment of the appropriate
fee in advance may resutt delays in providing the service applied for.

6.5 The Chief Executive Officer may, in appropriate circumstances, waive the requirement for fees and charges or a
deposit against fees and charges, to be paid in aglvanc
7. Additional charges for excessive work:

7.1 Subject tasubparagraph 7.4n the case of a service provided by or on behalf of the Authority for which a fixed
fee is payable, an additional charge may be levied where the chargeable time expended becomes excessive.

7.2 For the purpose of this paragta where the chargeable time actually spent in conducting a survey or providing a
service, multiplied by the appropriate hourly rate or rates, exd@&ds of the applicable fixed fee, thehe time
expended shall be deemed to be excessive.

7.3 The additionhcharge which may be levied is to be calculated by

(a) Obtaining the overall increased cost by multiplying the total number of hours spent in providing the
service by the appropriate hourly rate as set out in section 3, bearing in mind that the totaltime ma
need to be apportioned among different rates; and

(b) Subtracting from the amount obtained in (a) the original fixed cost plus 25%.

7.4 The Chief Executive Officer may, at his discretion, waive the additional charge for excessive work depending on
the facts andircumstances of the case.

8.  Provision of service by a Recognised Organisation:

Where aRecognisedrganisation has been authorised to provide a service to a ship or person on behalf of the
Authority and theRecognisedrganisation applies its own feéor such service, then fepayablein accordance

with this Noticefor that service shall not apply, except with respect to additional work carried out by the Authority
in respecbf the service provided by tHeecogniseddrganisation.

9. Provision of service by authorised person other than a Recognised Organisation or an officer of the
Authority:

Where an authorised person provides a service to a ship or person on behalf of the Authority and the fees specified
in this Notice apply with respect to sushrvice the fees payable to the Authority may, at the discretion of the

Chief Executive Officer, be reduced to a level consistent with associated work carried out by the Authority in
respect of the service provided by the authorised person.

10. Variation of fees and charges:

10.1 The Chief Executive Officer may, with the authorisation of the Authority, vary from time to time the level of fees
and charges to be applied with respect to a particular service or group of services, or in respect of a pggticular s
or group of ships, and such variation may be applied for an indefinite or specified period, and on such conditions
as may be stipulated by the Chief Executive Officer.

10.2 Pursuant to subparagraph 10.1, the Chief Executive Officer may also apply @nanat alternative means of
calculating and applying fees and charges if the circumstances of the case so warrant.

11. Certificates and documents may be withheld if payment of fees not made:

Where a feavhichis payableo the Authority remains unpaidny Certificate, Endorsement or other document
relating to the service for which payment is due may be withheld, and the provision of further services by the
Authority to the person or entity concerned may be suspended, until payment has been made.

12. Surcharges for late payment:

12.1 Where fees and charges due to the Authority remain unpaid beyond the due date the following late payment
penalties shall apply

days of the due date; and

thereof for amounts due and not paid within 60 days of the due date.

13. Miiscellaneous fees and charges:

The Chief Executive Officer may fix the charges for publications and other matehniether specified in the
Schedule or not.

14. Utilisation of fixed fees and fixed fee agreements in lieu of hourly rates:

14.1 Notwithstanding the hourly rates applicable to services in Part B of the Schedule, the Chief Executive Officer,
with the authorisation of the Authority, may apply a set fee for a particular service or related activity, including
but not limited to, a fixed feegaeement with respect to new building or major conversion work and related plan
approvals, inspections, surveys and statutory certification for the ship.

14.2 In determining the amount payable with respect to fixed fee agreements for new buildings or majmiaon
work, the appropriate hourly rate will be applied taking into account the amount and type of work involved and the
time frame over which the work is expected to extend.

15. Billing methods and Payment:
15.1 Subject to paragraphs 8 and 9, alisfeed charges are payable to the Authority.

15.2 The fees and charges in this Notice are quoted in Cl dollars (CI$) and the conversion rate from US dollars (US$)
to CI$ is approximately US$1.00 = CI$0.82, subject to change as noted in section 3 ofittés No

15.3 The international nature of shipping gives rise to the need for payments to be made in other main currencies,
namely US Dollars (US$) and Euros (u0). Hence paymen
Shipping Registry (CISRpas well as from its North and South American and Caribbean operations are billed in
US$ based on an approximate conversion rate of US$1.00 = CI$0.82, subject to change, as noted in section 3 of
this Notice.

15.4 For Europearand otheioperations howevehe Euro is the most widely used currency and consequently, from 01
February 2008, the Cayman Islands Shipping Registry (CISR), a division of MACI, converted its European based
billing operations to the Euro, as advised in the bulletin issued on its webstt€ January 2008. To take
account of inflation and other costs related to a rapidly fluctuating exchange rate for the Euro against other main
currencies, this billing is b.aThi®dbesaotpreglude aternest r si on r a
arrangementfom being established, on a case by case basis, by MACI.
